Minutes: Minutes from the prior meeting were reviewed and accepted.
Public Feedback: Charlie Schaefer reviewed the minutes and cleared up that he wanted the proposed moratorium to go before everyone at town meeting and not to just those that are at the public hearing.  He feels everyone should have a vote in this and Town Meeting is the place where it should be done, not a special town meeting.
Richard Booth presented the Selectmen with a copy of an Ordinance Prohibiting Marijuana Establishments and Retail Marijuana Social Clubs that was passed in Oakland.  He used their ordinance to draft one for the Town of Unity.   There will be a public hearing March 8, 2017 to discuss ordinance. 
Charlie presented the Selectmen with suggested wording for an article for the town warrant. If the Selectmen don’t approve putting the article on the warrant the committee is prepared to collect signatures to put the article on the warrant.  Penny and Tony will accept the article for the town warrant pending the attorney’s review.
Concerning the public hearing, Tony suggested to find a moderator outside of Unity.

New Business:
· Liquor License: Licensed was signed by Selectmen for Unity House of Pizza.

· Kanokolus: Penny and Tony have been working on cleaning up the public landing.  Their goal is to make it a family friendly place.  Penny stated in 2003 the State approved towns allowing to charge a fee at the boat launch.  The person the town hires hasn’t been collecting.  Do we charge or not?   Tax payers already pay, do we charge everyone or just out of town?  Do we ask for volunteers for work to work a hour and get yearly pass?  Any Unity citizen doesn’t pay, but charge double for out of town on the boat launch only.  What about the people that live around the lake that do not have boat access from their property?  Selectmen are still working on the details.
· Main St. Parking:  Town and Country Hair Salon’s parking is right on the road, this obstructs the view from people coming off School Street.  She has a couple clients that use walkers and need closer access to the entry, parking in the no parking zone would allow for safety of the clients.    
· Speeding:  Can we regulate the speeding on Main St.?  Contact State Police?  Place a speed bump in town?  What about a flashing speed light and would it TIF eligible?
