Old Business:

Charlie went over the public hearing agenda.  Don Newell will be a facilitator not a moderator.  He doesn’t have to get sworn in.  Selectmen suggested that attendees have 3 minutes to speak and guest speakers will not be limited. 
There is concern about the space at the community center because of potential high attendance.


Sherry Wilson will be asked to take the minutes of the public hearing.

Google Account:  Emily would like to sign Town Official committee members up with a google account.  Cost is $80/month, allowing each committee chair, selectmen and clerk to have an email address, and provides great storage, or we could go with $5/line and 30 gigs of storage.  Penny and Tony feel as though spending nearly $800 for email account is a bit expense, but suggesting using cheaper rate and see how that goes.
New Business:
CVR & AVS:  Election Division is donating all the CVR and AVS election equipment to the towns.  The computer that is in assessor’s office will need to have the hard drive taken out and returned.  The computer will no longer will be available to the assessor, a solution would be to use one of the laptops that was donated to the town from the school.
Lake Association:  Andy Reed presented on behalf of the Lake Association about a consultant they are using and suggested she could possibly study the beach and suggest how it could be updated.  There would be no charge to the Town.  Andy will email her and see when in April or May she could meet with the Selectmen.  Emily suggested Thursdays as it the regular selectmen’s workshop.

EDC Appointment:  Emily motioned to appoint Jennifer deHart on the EDC.  Dan McCormick will take a temporary 3 month leave of absence. 


Liquor License:  The Selectmen signed the Unity College Liquor License.

Heavy Load Ordinance:  Emily suggested placing an ordinance in the Town Report for Heavy Loads.  

She recommends adopting what DOT Rules for exemption and MMA’s ordinance.  

Tax Acquired: Emily is going to research how the Selectmen should word the article for Town Meeting about tax acquired properties.   She wants to make sure the board can sell the property back to the owner and collect the maximum about of funds possible to associated with putting it out to bid.  It is also suggested that the amount due is collected in full and not in installments and must be received by an agreed date and if not pay by said date the tax acquired property will go out to bid.

MRC: At last year’s town meeting it was voted to join MRC Fiberight. The deadline is approaching, they are in need of the certificate of municipality’s attorney.  This will be sent to the town’s attorney for signature.  

MRC is asking selectmen to sign a letter recommending the community exercise the Put Option to receive payment from PERC for their share in the limited partnership interest.  
Other Business:
Horse manure: Penny was approached by a citizen discussed by the horse manure being left on roadway. Can we suggest they carry a bucket and shovel?  Penny will write a letter to the Amish.
