New Business:
George & Sherry Fernald are in the processes of purchasing the Unity Raceway.  The would like to cut the back woods and put in a camping area, new fencing, etc.  The overall goal is to improve the visual appeal, open once a month next year, repave and re-bank the track, add a beer garden, new lighting, then the following year open every other week.  Other ideas include: rodeo, concerts, involve the town more and possible town fair.

AUDIT:  November 15th Keel will be here to do the mid-year audit.

TOWN OFFICE:  There is a lot to catch up on, and during hours, the office clerk has been right out straight, not allowing to get caught up on paperwork.  While the office has off set hours currently, selectmen voted to close Monday and Wednesday for two weeks to give the clerk a few days to get things caught up.

Rabies Clinic:  David Smith as approved the rabies clinic for January 14, 2017.  It will be from 1pm – 2pm.  Sue Dwyer will make necessary arrangements. 

Office Supplies:  There a few supplies needed for the Town Office:  green election cards, inboxes, magazine holders, binders star register tape and star register ribbon.  Selectmen approve the purchase of items.

1099’s & W-2’s:  In the past we have purchased our 1099’s and W-2’s from Hygrade.  The cost will be around $150 and includes the envelops.  
Road Class:  Emily would like to attend a road class on November 9, 2016, Tony and Penny will not be attending.
Other Business:

Selectmen received letter from a citizen stating their house was burned and would like an abatement on their taxes. The selectmen decided to prorate the taxes for the first 20 days, then the house value should be reassessed.
