Cemetery Committee:  Lynn reviewed the list of cemetery stones that were fixed by Provost Monuments.

New Business:
Delinquent Property Taxes:  Duane Shaw spoke regarding John Von Oeson delinquent taxes.  He would like to pay some of the taxes and be allowed to stay there.  John passed away in May 2014.  Need to find out what the Town obligations and options are. 
Moratorium:  Charlie Schaefer expressed his concern with the legalization of marijuana.  He would like the Selectmen to sign a 3-4-month moratorium to prevent any shops from opening in Unity before town meeting.  He would also like an article put on the warrant to see if the citizens of Unity are in favor or not to prohibit recreational marijuana and/or establish an ordinance.  Charlie will revisit with the Selectmen in two weeks to get a final answer.  Charlie indicating he is willing to collect signatures on a petition to put an article on the warrant.
Street Lights:  A resident has complained that crossing School St. to Main St. is dangerous at night.  The lighting is low and traffic could have a difficult time seeing those crossing the street.  UHOP does have light on the side of their building, but the light is blown.  Penny has spoken with CMP and they did change they light there once, maybe a brighter light could be installed.  Tony will visit with the owners of UHOP to see if they could fix their light.

Kennebec Cty. Fire Contract:  The contract with Kennebec County and Unity Fire Department was reviewed and signed.  This contract allows the Unity Fire Department to provide fire protection to Unity Plantation.

Roadside Mowing:  Selectmen reviewed roadside mowing proposal from Frederick Drew.  Selectmen signed the contract.

Unitel, Inc:  Forms were reviewed and signed by Selectmen.
KVCOG Contract for Services: Contract was reviewed and signed by the Selectmen.
Donations: Special Appropriations have not been paid.  Need to review finances before funds are paid out.
Brian Gaudet:  Brian submitted a proposal for the winter plowing at the Town Office.  This was reviewed and the Emily has a few questions about the contact and will contact Brian.
Annual Town Meeting:  For future special appropriations  the town should have a written procedure and deadline for funding requests.  Budget committee will be meeting on December 15th and need to start planning for town report.

Thursday Decision Making:  For future meeting is decision are going to be made, minutes should be keep and put on file.  All Selectmen’s workshops are open to the public. 

Google Service:  Emily discussed the possibility of creating a google account for the selectmen to handle complaints that come in.  Selectmen and clerk would have a share document which would allow each person to add or make notes when a complaint is handled.   Emily will look into cost and provide more information at the next meeting.
Appointment:  Selectmen appoint Najean Shadyak to be a member of Economic Development Committee.
Fire Department Admin:  Selectmen would like to talk with David Smith and Blaine Parsons about how the $2500 raised at town meeting is suppose to be spent.  Emily will reach out to them.

MMA Risk Management:  Insurance meet with Sam in August and inspected the Town buildings.  He reported his findings with each building and has requested that they be completed by February 1, 2017
